Duties and Powers of Officers—adapted from www.USY.org
Please read and familiarize yourself with the job description for which you wish to run.

1. Section 1: 

1. The President will serve as the chief administrator, presiding officer, and accredited representative of United Synagogue Youth. 

2. (S)he will serve as a member ex-officio of all committees. 

3. (S)he will, with the advice and consent of the executive board, determine rules for parliamentary procedure of United Synagogue Youth, and will be responsible for their enforcement. 

4. (S)he will stay in regular contact with other local chapter presidents in order to coordinate events and chapter calendars.  

2. Section 2: 

1. The Israel Affairs Vice-President will be responsible for the following: 

a) The implementation of all aspects of interaction between United Synagogue Youth and the State and people of Israel, 

b) Promoting awareness of and solidarity with the State of Israel, and encourage participation of summer programs in Israel through United Synagogue Youth.  

c) ‘Israel Updates’ at meetings and programs.  

d) In addition to overseeing all standing committees pertaining to the previously mentioned areas, (s)he will also be responsible for overseeing any committee(s) determined by the President in consultation with the Executive Board. 

2. The Religion/Education Vice-President will be responsible for the following:

a) The implementation of all aspects of religion and education. 

b) In addition to overseeing all standing committees pertaining to the previously mentioned areas, (s)he will also be responsible for overseeing any committee(s) determined by the President in consultation with the Executive Board.  

c) Working in conjunction with the Advisor in planning Teen Shabbatot and work to recruit all synagogue youth to get involved in these events. 

3. The Social action Tikun Olam Vice-President will be responsible for the following

a) Implementation of all aspects of Social Action and will serve as the overseeing officer of the Tikun Olam Program--This includes all aspects of fundraising.  

b) In addition to overseeing all committees pertaining to the previously mentioned areas, (s)he will also be responsible for overseeing any committees as determined by the President in consultation with the Executive Board.                     (over)        

c) The SATO Vice President will also be responsible for coordinating all aspects of community service.   

4. The Membership/Kadima Vice-President will be responsible for the following

a) Implementation of all aspects of membership expansion and retention and Kadima-related programs. 

b) In addition to overseeing all committees pertaining to the previously mentioned areas, (s)he will also be responsible for overseeing any committees as determined by the President in consultation with the Executive Board.  

c) Mem/Kad will also be responsible for creating and developing mixers at programs when appropriate.  

d) Mem/Kad will also be responsible for attending Kadima Programs.  

5. The Communications Vice-President will be responsible for the implementation of all aspects of Communication.  This includes but is not limited to

a) Setting up a Chapter and Executive Board LISTserv.

b) Creating and maintaining a phone tree that includes youth from Congregation Shaarey Tikvah and Cleveland’s Jewish community at large in grades 8-12.

c) E-mailing out detailed phone messages to the phone tree with times, dates, places, etc. to members of the phone tree.

d) Coordinating maintenance of STUSY.org with Alice Schubach.

e) Creating a flyer for distribution as often as once a month.  These are due by the 1st or 10th of each month.  

f) Taking and keeping track of photographs for the scrapbook.

In addition to overseeing all standing committees pertaining to the previously mentioned area, (s)he will also be responsible for overseeing any committee(s) determined by the President in consultation with the Executive Board.
